• History – Learn the history of the Great Fire. 
• Art – Look at artist work based on the Great fire and create 

representations using Charcoal drawings. 
• PSHE – Discuss and explore feelings felt at this time of history. 
• Science – Study and investigate how materials differ and their 

reactions vary. 
• Geography – Look at maps of the spread of the fire and location 

of the fire. 
• English – Write newspaper articles and Diary entries about the 

fire.
